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Posledni dvé desetileti 19. stoleti odstartovala vinu tzv. Nového imperialismu, kdy evropské mocnosti
v ¢ele s Velkou Britanii, Francii a Némeckem kolonizovaly vétSinu afrického izemi, vyjma pouze
Libérie a Etiopského kralovstvi. Na pfelomu stoleti se k této vin€ pfipojily i Spojené staty, které své
imperialni aktivity zamétovaly na oblast Tichého oceanu a Karibského mote. Ve snaze pienést
evropsky rezim spoluprace mezi mocnostmi (tzv. koncert velmoci) i do Afriky, usporadaly Evropské
zem¢ na prelomu let 1884 a 1885 konferenci v Berling, ktera pro kolonizaci uzemi na africkém
kontinent¢ stanovila pravidla — tato vSak nebyla dodrzovana a vedla k fadé incidentd, které piispivaly
k napéti mezi mocnostmi kulminujici v prvni svétovou valku. Béhem valky byla role kolonii (resp.
dominii) dulezita nejen z hlediska poskytovani zna¢ného poctd vojaki, ale i jako zdroj surovin.
Povalecny systém spravy kolonii pfesel castecné pod dohled mezinarodniho spolecenstvi, a to v ramci
tzv. mandatniho systému a dozoru Spolecnosti narodii. Pfes argumentaci mocnosti, Ze jejich cilem
Vv koloniich je hospodaisky a socidlni rozvoj, se v mezivaleéném obdobi zacalo v koloniich formovat
(¢i cilen¢ konstruovat) narodni povédomi a vznikala prvni politicka hnuti, ktera se po druhé svétové
valce méla stat hlavnimi aktéry v procesu dekolonizace.

Cilem prvni ¢asti seminafe je zmapovat dynamiku kolonialismu v obdobi od Berlinské konference po
zadatek druhé svétové valky. Seminaf se soustiedi na analyzu pfi¢in kolonialismu z perspektivy jeho
kritiki (V.I. Lenin, John A. Hobson) a jeho stoupenct (Friedrich Ratzel, Halford Mackinder), dale se
zaméfi na politicko-ekonomické dusledky kolonialismu pro mocnosti i kolonizované zemé, rozebere
formy vladnuti a byrokratickou administraci kolonii ze strany mocnosti a stru¢né nastini pficiny
procesu dekolonizace, ktera bude hlavnim tématem druhé ¢asti seminare v letnim semestru.
