Many African countries have been recording high economic growth rates for years.
However, a recent study showed that poverty on the continent has increased again. How

can this be?

In fact, the figures even suggest the opposite: there is progress - at least in the number of people who

have to live on less than $1.90 (€1.76) a day. "Overall, the proportion of people in Africa living in

monetary poverty has clearly declined, from 54% in 1990 to 41% in 20 15_," World Bank economist Luc

Christiaensen said in the DW interview. The main contributors to this development were the
expansion of infrastructure in rural areas, increased agricultural productivity and years of robust

economic growth in most African countries.

Nigeria almost doubles GDP in recalculation

Nigeria overtook South Africa on Sunday to become Africa’s largest economy
and 26th largest in the world after the government released updated figures

that nearly doubled estimates for gross domestic product.

As a result of the statistical revision, Nigerian GDP for 2013 was $509bn, 89
per cent larger than previously stated for last year. The change was made by
bringing forward the base year for calculations to 2010 from 1990, when the
structure of the economy was very different and services such as banking and

telecoms had barely taken off.
