This is a supplementary course to the lecture series aiming to develop the more general topics presented there. Its focus is the close reading and analysis of the canonical works of eighteenth- to nineteenth-century literature written in English. The principal objective of the course lies in enhancing the students’ ability of assessment, interpretation and critical expression. The focus of the individual sessions depends on the specialization of the instructors: This specific seminar maps the development of the novel from its beginnings in the early eighteenth century to its early Victorian forms (from Defoe to Brontë) within the broader cultural background, e.g. the production and consumption of the novel, new aesthetic categories etc. We shall also enter into debate with and about critical theories of the origins of the novel. The seminar will be conducted in-class. (Alternately, via ZOOM.)
