Conditions for Fulfilling Course Requirements – General Medicine Students
Every student who wants to register for the final exam in Pathology is required to attend practical classes regularly and obtain credit for both the winter and summer semesters in the academic year in which the exam takes place.
This requirement also applies to students who have had the subject Pathology recognized through the Erasmus program, to students with an individual study plan, and to students repeating the year (interyear students) who have already completed Pathology in the past (including those who previously obtained course credit).
The reason for this measure is the high failure rate of students in the oral part of the final examination and the fact that points earned in the summer semester credit test are included in the overall evaluation of the final oral examination.
Conditions for Fulfilling Course Requirements – Dentistry Students
Every student who wants to register for the final exam in Dental Pathology is required to attend practical classes regularly and obtain credit for both the winter and summer semesters in the academic year in which the exam takes place.
This requirement also applies to students who have had the subject Pathology recognized through the Erasmus program, to students with an individual study plan, and to students repeating the year who have already completed Pathology in the past (including those who previously obtained course credit).
Conditions for Students Simultaneously Enrolled in General Medicine and Dentistry
Students who have already passed Pathology as part of the General Medicine program and are simultaneously enrolled in Dentistry are required to complete the Pathology course again in the winter semester — that is, to attend practical classes, obtain course credit, and pass the oral exam in Dental Pathology.
The same requirement applies to students who have passed Dental Pathology and are simultaneously enrolled in General Medicine — they must fulfill all obligations set for General Medicine students, including regular attendance, course credits, and the final exam.
The reason for this measure is the different content of practical sessions in the winter semester for Dentistry students (focused mainly on the head and neck region, particularly odontogenic pathology), which is reflected in distinct examination topics and specific conditions for completing the course.
