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The course will concentrate on the specific role of the EEAS as a part of the EU´s external policies and of the overall institutional setting of the EU. The EEAS will be examined in its legal, institutional and procedural aspects. Special attention will be paid to the CSDP and its specific possibilities and limits. Selected agendas of the external action will be discussed. The last session of the course will focus on future challenges for the EU´s external action and EEAS. The course will aim at deep understanding of the institutional dynamic of the EU foreign policy.
Each student will be asked to submit an essay (10-12 pages), which will form the main part of a final evaluation for an exam. In addition to that, students will be asked to prepare presentations for each class on its given topic. An active participation in classes will be also included in the evaluation.

12. EEAS and its limits and possibilities (a debate based on student’s interventions)
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
